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A few points to note before submitting your forms:

Every person living in your home (or someone who regularly stays overnight in your home)
who is 18 years of age or over must submit a police vetting form

Being a homestay family should not be relied upon as a constant source of income. Students
come for short or long stays and when one leaves we may not be able to place a student with
you again immediately.

Our peak main intakes for students is late January to start in term 1 or late July for a start in
term 3.

As a homestay family you need to be able to cater for the isolation of your student in case
they get Covid.

Our weekly payment of $275 will cover all costs involved for hosting a student. From 15 of
January 2024 the homestay payment will be $290 per week. In the case of a student going
away for a full week, we expect you to pay the student $125 towards their food costs in this

week. You will be able to keep $165 holding fees for the room.
